Hay dos maneras de hablar de acciones habituales del pasado. Podemos usar "used to"
o "would."

I used to walk to school. Caminaba a la escuela.
I would walk to school. Caminaba a la escuela.

Podemos usar "used to," pero no "would," para hablar de situaciones de largo plazo del
pasado (pero no acciones repetidas).

I used to live in Paris. Vivia en Paris.
(Vivir en un lugar es una situacion de largo plazo, no una accion repetida.)
