El pasado de "have to" (tener que) es "had to."

Afirmativo - I had to study.
Negativo - I didn't have to study.
Interrogativo - Did you have to study?
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have (tener) vs. have (haber)

La palabra "have" en inglés puede significar "tener" o "haber" en espafol, depende del
contexto.

I have a car. - Yo tengo un carro.
I have finished. - Yo he terminado.

Cuando "have" tiene el significado de "tener," se conjuga como un verbo regular en el
inglés americano. Requiere un verbo auxiliar (do/does) en el negativo y interrogativo.

Tiempo Presente (I/You/We/They)
You have a car.

You don't have a car.

Do you have a car?

Tiempo Presente (He/She/It)
He has a car.

He doesn’'t have a car.

Does he have a car?

Cuando "have” tiene el significado de "haber" (el presente perfecto), la palabra "have"
es el verbo auxiliar.

Presente Perfecto (I/You/We/They)
You have finished.

You haven't finished.

Have you finished?

Presente Perfecto (He/She/It)
He has finished.

He hasn't finished.

Has he finished?

They complained a lot at first about the work
but they like the allowance. It really helps me a lot because I used to do all of the
housework myself.

CATHY - I think it's a great idea. I remember when I was little I had to help my parents
with housework.

NANCY - Me too. I had to do my homework right when I got home from school. After
that I had to help my mom get dinner ready.

CATHY - I grew up on a farm so we had to feed the chickens every morning before
school. We helped my parents a lot on the farm. When I was older I had to help milk the
cows too.

NANCY - I think it's important for kids to help around the house. It teaches them
responsibility.

CATHY - Yeah, and they learn how to do housework. When Bill and I got married he
didn't know how to do anything. He didn't have to help his mom with housework when
he was little so he never learned how to wash clothes or clean the house. I had to teach
him so that he could help me.
