Se forma el pasado
continuo con was o were y el participio presente (la forma del verbo con -ing).

I was studying. = Yo estaba estudiando.

It No, he wasn't.

You were studying. Were they studying?
They weren't studying.|| Yes, they were.
We No, they weren't.

OFFICER RODRIGUEZ - Did the neighbors see anything?

OFFICER ATKINS - The neighbor, Mr. Jones, was working in his yard when the accident
happened. He said that he thought he saw a dog run out into the street in front of the car.

OFFICER RODRIGUEZ - Hmmm. No one else mentioned a dog.

OFFICER ATKINS - Did you talk to Mr. Bates?

OFFICER RODRIGUEZ - Mr Bates?

OFFICER ATKINS - Yeah, he’s the man who was selling newspapers on the street corner.
OFFICER RODRIGUEZ - Oh. Yeah. He says that it was the blue car’s fault.

OFFICER ATKINS - Really?

OFFICER RODRIGUEZ - Yeah. He says that the man in the blue car wasn't paying attention.
When the red car stopped he didn’t notice until it was too late. He hit the red car.

OFFICER ATKINS - Wow! Did they all see the same accident? They all remember something
different.

OFFICER RODRIGUEZ - Yeah. I know. Pretty strange, huh? Well, put it all in the report.
